 Computing 
The children will begin to develop their 

Word Processing skills focusing on typing, 

editing fonts and plenty more! They will 

continue to learn how to be safe online and 

what we should do if we don’t feel safe 

online.  

 

 

 

Music 
Our topic is `Space` where the children 

will learn to use instrumental skills to 

create their own short pieces of music. 

This term they will focus on dynamics and 

tempo.  

English 
Writing:  We have so many wonderful books to enjoy this 

half term! We will be reading: Hibernation Hotel to help us 

write non-chronological reports, writing a diary entry for The 

Easter Story and Revolting Rhymes to write our own play 

script.  

Reading: We will be picking up the pace in our reading and 

focusing on increasing our speed of reading. We will practise 

by learning to use the VIPERS skills to answer comprehension 

questions. A large focus this half term is to increase our 

confidence in reading and referring back to the text to find 

the answers.  

Our whole class reader is Charlie and the Chocolate Factory  

Geography 
Our new topic is `Continents & Oceans` and our key question 

is `What are the 7 continents and 5 oceans of the 

world?` The children will use maps, atlases and Google Earth 

to explore the oceans and continents. 

 

PSHE 
Our theme in PSHE is `Living in the Wider World`. The 

children will learn about the internet in everyday life, online 

content and information. They will also learn about what 

money is and exploring how to look after money.       

 

PE 
Our PE Days will be on Thursday and a Friday. The children 

will come to school in their PE kits- black leggings/joggers, 

white t-shirts and a school hoodie/jumper. Our topics this 

term are target games and netball.  

 

Maths 
Multiplication and Division: The children will continue to learn their 

2, 5, & 10 times tables. They will learn how to use times table to 

help them with dividing. Key words: multiply, times, divide, share, 

group.   

Length and Height The children will learn how to measure in cm and 

m accurately, order lengths and heights and solve word problems 

involving length and height.  

Mass Capacity & Temperature: 

The children will learn to: 

• Measure mass in grams and kilograms and compare weight 

• Measure volume and capacity in millilitres and litres 

• Measure temperature in degrees Celsius using a 

thermometer 

Science 
Children will be learning all about `Living Things and their 

Habitats`. The children will explore and learn about the different 

habitats animals live in. The habitats the children will explore are: 

rainforests, oceans, Arctic, Antarctic and deserts. 
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French 
The children will continue to work with Madamme Adam and 

learn simple sentences and phrases in French.
