English
We will be reading the book, ‘The Train to Impossible Places.’ Our writing units will link to the other curriculum areas as we write a recount of our trip to Chester, use persuasion in a leaflet and have the opportunity to plan a debate.
Children will be given daily opportunities to practice their handwriting, focusing on the diagonal and horizontal strokes that are needed to join letters and understand which letters are best left un-joined. To support this, I am going to ask children to complete some written homework using the spelling patterns and language features we learn in school.
Please ensure that you listen to your child read regularly and sign their reading record. We can really see what a difference this makes.



Religion
Ends of the Earth. We will look at Peters role and why he was named Peter the ‘rock’ of the Church. We will continue to learn the Apostles’ Creed and see how it is a summary of our faith. We will look at the structure of the Church and how the Pope is responsible for the whole Church, the parishes and dioceses all over the world.




Geography and History
We will continue our work on rivers and hopefully do some field work in the local area. This will link with the history of the local area.
PSHE
Our PSHE theme will be Economic Well-being where we will be thinking about what is value for money and what factors can influence career choices.
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[image: ]Computing: We will learn about computational thinking.
· We will recognise decomposition, abstraction, algorithm design and pattern recognition as key computational thinking skills.
· We will use this to design clear algorithms and justify their choices and create logical sequences of steps to complete a task or project.



Science
In Summer 1, our Science topic is Plants and plants reproduction. We will look at what plants need to grow healthily, describe the life cycle of a flowering plant and carry out tests to investigate plant structure and function.

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· Art 
· We will be looking at Sculpture and 3D: Mega Materials. We will use familiar shapes to create simple 3D drawings and describe the shapes we use. We will transfer a drawn idea successfully to a soap carving and Make informed choices about their use of tools.

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The children will continue to learn to read write and speak in French.  They are learning to build sentences with increased vocabulary.
Music 
Our theme will be Samba and carnival sounds and instruments. We will listen to samba music and identify that it is mainly percussion instruments used in celebrations such as Carnivals in Brazil. We will clap on the off-beat and play rhythms in time with the rest of the group.


We will learn about the origin and features of rock and roll music, how to play the Hand Jive and Rock Around the Clock, looking specifically at a walking bass line, before performing a piece as a class.
PE
The children will continue to have 2 hours of PE each week. We will continue to have swimming on Fridays and Athletics on Wednesdays. Please remember swimming kit on Fridays and come into school wearing PE kit on Wednesdays. Ear rings and baggy shorts are not permitted for swimming.

Maths We will begin to learn about decimals. This is the first time the children will have covered decimals, but it builds directly on content covered within fraction units.
We will first focus on writing fractions as decimals and be introduced to the decimal point and the tenth and hundredth columns. We will then move on to explore decimals in greater depth with comparing, rounding, ordering and problem solving with decimals. 
We will also consolidate our learning about money. We will learn to write about money using the pound and pence signs.

The Year 4 tables check will be taking place in June. Please could you ensure your child practices their tables on TTRS every night.  
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
